2 Edinburgh Compact Exchange and Communications Strategy: 

Shulah reported back from a feedback meeting (on the unsuccessful Efficient Government Fund bid), saying that the Business Case was thought to be weak on risk and sustainability. Thanking the Project Management Team for their hard work, Penny suggested that the team might consider presenting an amended bid to other potential funders. David Jack suggested that some ECE outcomes may be deliverable via the existing Compact website on a smaller scale. It was agreed that the Secretariat would present a paper to the next Compact Partnership Board meeting covering Communications and also outlining all actions contained within the Compact’s various strategies, indicating costs associated with each action.

3.1 City Funding Strategy:

Shulah reported that work was ongoing via sub-groups. Members were in touch with the Scottish Funders’ Forum and with the Council’s Review of Contracting Arrangements.
3.2 Quality Assurance Working Group:

Sandra reported that the group had finished testing the scheme, and a pilot was now beginning.

3.3 Multi-Equalities Scheme:

Joint action on developing such a scheme was now well under way. It was noted that the scheme dovetailed nicely with the work of the Quality Assurance Scheme.
