1 Richard Duffner was welcomed as EVOC’s Community Planning Officer and a member of the Secretariat.
2 Edinburgh Compact Exchange (Efficient Government Bid): 

Dominique Petitqueuex introduced the stage two bid document. The discussion which followed had the aim of identifying and conforming partners’ support to it.

After lengthy discussion it was formally noted that CEC, NHS Lothian and Voluntary sector were in agreement to the bid. Further discussion would need to take place with L&B Police and Scottish Enterprise E&L before they could formally to be said to be in agreement.

The Partnership explicitly mandated Lynn and Richard to concentrate on finalising the bid.

3 Edinburgh’s Volunteering Strategy (Inspiring Volunteering):
Harriet asked the Partnership for formal sign-off on the strategy, which was to be launched on 6 December 06. After detailed discussion the Partnership agreed its support of the strategy. An Implementation Group, chaired by a member of the Compact Partnership, would take the work forward.

4 Previous minutes having been agreed, the Partnership noted that the Review of Joint Contracting Arrangements remained an urgent area for action, and that a letter had been sent to Jim Inch concerning SportScotland’s perceived lack of consultation.
5 Work was ongoing to secure input from minority ethnic and arts and culture interests.

6 Ronnie Liddle had replaced Lesley Clark as L&BP representative.
7 SE E&L continue to be Partners, and will engage with business as appropriate.

8 The Partnership agreed to write to Cllr Donald Anderson, thanking him for his staunch support to the Compact and its principles.
