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Proposal for Compact Forward Planning Event Spring 2010

Edinburgh Compact Partnership has been established for 6 years. During that time it has established itself as a significant partner in the City’s Community Planning Framework and has achieved much to ensure the better working together of Voluntary Sector and Public Sector partners in delivering positive social outcomes for the city.  

Three major and related issues mean it is now time to revisit the Compact Partnership and its vision and purpose. 

1. Compact Partnership interest in forwarding the Social Value and wellbeing agenda  

2. Public Sector Funding restraints putting extreme pressure on public and voluntary sector partners to work better together for social outcomes

3.  Scottish Government requirements of a ‘single interface’ with Community Planning  from 2011 requiring the better integration of Voluntary Sector support; Social Enterprise development and Volunteering 

It is proposed that an intensive residential forward planning event for take place in early spring 2010 with the following purpose:

a) To sharpen and redefine the mission and purpose of the Compact

b) To start to describe the essential core functions that would be required of infrastructure support services to deliver this

c) To begin the process of development of a Compact Action Plan which would incorporate the Scottish Government Interface requirements

It is suggested that core participants are Harriet Eadie, Ella Simpson, David Jack, David White and Mike Finlayson.  Wider Compact Partnership members, including members of the Social Enterprise Partnership, Volunteer Strategy Group and VSSG would be involved in workshop and planning sessions.

An external facilitator would be appointed to help lead the sessions and produce a report for Compact.  Scottish Government Third Sector Team has given a preliminary commitment to fund this event.

Compact Partners are asked to approve this idea and endorse further work on developing a Facilitator’s brief and formal application for funding to Third Sector Team.
