Edinburgh’s Single Outcome Agreement and the city’s Third Sector

Single Outcome Agreements are to be agreed between Community Planning Partnerships and the Scottish Government in 2009, building on the SOAs agreed between Scottish Government and Scotland’s Local Authorities in 2008.
 
The guidance issued by Audit Scotland, CoSLA, the Scottish Government, SOLACE Scotland, and the Improvement Service says: ‘A Single Outcome Agreement is the means by which Community Planning Partnerships agree their strategic priorities for their local area and express those priorities as outcomes to be delivered by the partners, either individually or jointly, while showing how those outcomes should contribute to the Scottish Government's relevant National Outcome.’
 
The timetable for the development of Edinburgh’s SOA2009 was agreed by the City of Edinburgh Council’s Policy & Strategy Committee on 30 Sept 08.
 
Edinburgh’s SOA 2009 will build on the Edinburgh Partnership’s work plan under its four Task Groups (1: Investment in Prevention and Care Services, Health Improvement and Social Inclusion; 2: Maximisation of Land use and Affordable Housing; 3: Environmental Sustainability and Climate Change; and 4: Sustainable Economic Growth.)
 
Similarly, work which has progressed under the banner of the ‘new’ Fairer Scotland Fund under the three investment criteria of Early Intervention, Improving Employability, and Reducing Health Inequalities will also be integrated into next year’s SOA.
 
Local Community Plans developed by the city’s 12 Neighbourhood Partnerships are also expected to feed into the Single Outcome Agreement.
 
The City of Edinburgh Council Management Team SOA Board will lead on the development of next year’s SOA, and will engage with all Community Planning partners in the development of the agreement. The city’s Third Sector is expected to be part of the development process through engagement at the Edinburgh Partnership level and through officer-level contacts with staff in the Corporate Services department of the City of Edinburgh Council.
