· Categories will be the same as 2010: commitment, impact, innovation, partnership work and teamwork. 

· With the addition of one extra award. This will be to reflect the European Year of Volunteering.  We are thinking along the lines of someone from Edinburgh who has been doing voluntary work in another European country. Title of this award to be confirmed. Possibly something like “Special Recognition Award for European Volunteering” TBC
· Approx. 5 IiV awards also expected to be made at this event.
8c) Update on Edinburgh Investing in Volunteers (IiV) Subsidy Scheme

Investing in Volunteers (IiV), the UK Quality Standard for volunteering supports the organization with the process of developing volunteering management practice. Through a series of simple steps, IiV allows an organisation to reflect on the way they currently manage their volunteers, identify what can be further developed and put in place a plan of action. 

The Edinburgh IiV Subsidy Scheme is a unique way of supporting Edinburgh voluntary and community organizations to access part-funding for the Award process.  Money for 2010/11 is now fully allocated and work is progressing with subsidy organizations as detailed below.
